Investigator Insight: Investigator Knealing asked that we tell you about some recent mail thefts. 
An Andover resident reported a large pile of mail that he found in his front yard. The mail was stolen 
from Coon Rapids, Andover, and other various surrounding cities. This crime is still happening and 
typically we see it pick up around the holiday and tax seasons.  
 
We want to remind people to NEVER mail outgoing mail from their mailbox. Try to collect your mail 
as close to the time that it is delivered. If you cannot – and your mail sits in the box for extended 
periods of time - ask a trusted friend or neighbor to pick it up for you. A locking mailbox is also a 
good option. As always, if you see anyone opening mailboxes – that isn’t a postal worker – call 911 
immediately and report it!
