We don’t want to inundate you with so much scam information however, we see new ones popping 
up all the time and feel it is our responsibility to alert you and request you share the information to 
help prevent others from becoming victims. Here is a new one we saw: 
 
ORIGINAL OFFICER NARRATIVE I was dispatched a phone call regarding an internet fraud scam that the 
caller was a victim of. The caller said she followed a link on Facebook that said she had won money. The caller said 
she called a phone number related to the link and a male told her that he was going to hack all of her bank accounts 
if she did not send him money by Walmart Moneygram. The victim said she told him that she knew it was a scam 
but she was afraid of the male so she sent the money anyway. The victim said the unknown male kept calling her 
and making threats about hacking her accounts and burning down her house so she kept sending him money in 
order to get him to stop. In total the victim sent him $2,335. The victim said she contacted her bank when the 
unknown male sent her a refund check and requested she take a picture of the Moneygram receipt once she 
cashed the check. The bank told the victim it was all an internet scam and the check was a fake check. The victim 
was advised by the deputy to block the suspect’s phone calls and stop giving him money.
