Materials are
accepted from residences in Anoka, Carver, Dakota, Hennepin, Ramsey, and Washington counties.
Materials from businesses, organizations or schools will not be accepted.

At no charge, residents may bring aerosols, ammunition, driveway sealer, fluorescent
bulbs, motor oil, paint, paint stripper/thinner, pesticides, pool chemicals, propane tanks and sharps.
Also accepted are products labeled with “caution,” “warning,” “danger,” “poison,” “combustible,”
“corrosive,” “flammable,” “inflammable” or “toxic.” The facility does not accept appliances,
electronics, garbage, or tires.
