In law enforcement, we have seen the increase in attempts and deaths by suicide - and all the heartbreak it
brings. The CDC says suicide rates have gone up in almost every state since 1999. Suicide is one of the top
causes of death in the US - behind things like heart disease, cancer, and diabetes. In 2016 alone, nearly 45,000
people died by suicide. The study says that suicide rates have spiked by more than 30% in half of US states.
And that the majority of those who died by suicide didn't have a diagnosed mental health condition, but many
suffered from things like relationship, financial, or physical health problems, as well as substance abuse issues.
